In 2015 and 2016, Ringwood Secondary College had the opportunity to send four Year 9 students during term 2 to attend the School for Student Leadership, first to the Gnurad Campus in Glenormiston and then to the Snowy River Campus in Marlow. We have applied to send four more students in 2017, and are now looking for interested students to put in an application.
The School for Student Leadership is a Victorian Department of Education and Early Childhood Development initiative offering a unique residential education experience for Year 9 students. The curriculum focuses on personal development and team learning projects sourced from students' home regions. There are three campuses in iconic locations across Victoria, and Ringwood Secondary College could be placed at any one of them in 2017.
The program is based on a Community Learning Project, a project chosen by the team of 4 students from Ringwood Secondary College that aims to benefit local communities. This idea is developed, organised and co-ordinated by the team of students. Together they utilise class time at the School for Student Leadership and a liaison teacher from the home school supports the students during this time.

Students also participate in outdoor education experiences, environmental education, teamwork opportunities, thinking and learning curriculum, safe food handling course, level one first aid and the opportunity to work in a unique community of approximately 45 students, 24 hours a day for 7 days a week. 

Cost and commitment

· Drive your son/daughter to the Campus at the start of term and pick them up at the end. There is also a parents visiting weekend halfway through the program. This is a two-day period where you can spend time with your son/daughter in and around the campus area. 

· The cost of the program is $1050 this is to be covered by the student or their family. Ringwood Secondary College will provide assistance to students to seek sponsorships or in kind support from the community.

Stage 2 – Interviews

Following review of the written applications, a shortlist of students will be interviewed. 
Stage 3 – Team selection

A team of 4 students will then be selected (2 males and 2 females) to attend the School for Student Leadership and begin working on the Community Learning Project. Two students (one male and one female) will also be on a stand-by list, should we be offered more places or a student is unable to attend. The team will be announced at the beginning of Term 4.
