We will first be based in Honiara (the capital) on Guadalcanal for the first part of the trip and
then fly up to Munda in the Western Province where everyone will have some real island

experience.

This is a trip for people who want to grow in their relationship with the Lord and with others
and be willing to step out and allow God to use them - even and especially if they don’t feel
qualified enough or experienced. That is when you actually rely on God and His power - not
your own skills.

Expectations:
It is expected that participants will be:

e Committed Christians who are prepared to share their personal testimony

e Willing and able to be fully involved as part of a ministry team, supporting and working
harmoniously with other members of the team

e Drepared to undertake an orientation program, consisting of reading, but involving a
number of team meeting and training sessions

e Flexible (things often don’t go to plan in developing countries) and able to cope with
heat and long days

e Drepared to have a go at doing things they have never tried before

e Willing to be involved in post-trip debriefing and sharing of experiences with others;

e Provide own finances

e Be prepared to lead devotions on one day on the trip

e Find prayer support of at least 12 people and have support of own church (spiritually)

e Wednesday 26™ June to Sunday 7 July 2019 (inclusive)
This is the last 3 days of Term 2 and the first week of the holidays
